Entry Visa
Entry visas are issued to individuals travelling to Sudan for tourism, family visit business or official purposes.
 
1. Family Visit / Tourist Visa
Requirements
· Filled t and signed application Form.
· Passport must be valid for at least 6 months
· Two passport-sized photos attached with the application form.
· Signed application by the Sudanese Sponsor along with his/her Identification document (with full details e.g. Full Name, Current Address, Phone Number and signature),  If no Sudanese sponsor is available, the following may instead be submitted:
· A confirmation letter from a Hotel in Sudan with reservation details.
· Copy of the entry permit from the aliens department at the Ministry of interior issued by travel agency. 
· A letter from a travel agency in Sudan outlining details of applicant’s trip.
· Applicants holding non-Swedish passports must submit a copy of a valid Swedish residence permit.
· Copy of the payment for the fees equals to 1705 SEK 
 
2. Visa for Sudanese nationals holding foreign passports
Requirements
· Filled t and signed application Form.
· passport must be valid for at least 6 months
· Two passport-sized photos are attached with the application form.
· A copy of an identification document issued in Sudan (Passport, National Number document, standard ID, ID of a parent or sibling).
· Applicants below the age of 18 require written consent from the father and mother allowing them to obtain an entry visa, a copy of the identification documents of the father must also be submitted beside the parent marriage or divorce document.
· Applicants below the age of 18 travelling without their parents are required to submit a letter of no objection signed by the father and mother, a copy of the identification documents of them must also be submitted.
· Copy of the payment for the fees equals to 1705 SEK. 
3. Business/Work/Humanitarian Work visa
Requirements:
·  Filled t and signed application Form.
· passport must be valid for at least 6 months
· Two passport-sized photos are attached with the application form.
· Copy of the entry permit from the aliens department at the Ministry of interior issued by sponsoring company. 
· A letter from the sponsoring company indicating the type of work the applicant will be carrying out, the duration of stay, statement of financial responsibility, and references in Sudan.
· Applicants holding non-Swedish passports must submit a copy of a valid residence permit in Sweden.
· Applicants looking to perform humanitarian work in Sudan must present the corresponding certificate from the Humanitarian Aid Commission (HAC) in Sudan. This may be obtained from the sending organization’s office.
· Copy of the payment for the fees equals to 1705 SEK. 
 
4. Diplomatic/Official visa
Requirements:
· Filled t and signed application Form.
· Two passport-sized photos are attached with the application form.
· A copy of the applicant’s passport* data page, passport must be valid for at least 6 months.
· A note verbal/communication from the Department of State or the applicant’s embassy.
· Applicants holding non-Swedish diplomatic/official passports must submit a copy of a valid residence permit in Sweden.
· The embassy will require the applicant submit his passport only after it has received approval from the Ministry of Foreign Affairs in Sudan regarding their entry. The applicant will be informed when approval is received.
· No Fees for processing.


LETTER OF NO OBJECTION
A letter of no objection is written consent by the father stating that he does not object to having identification documents and passports issued for his children. The letter of objection is also used to permit the wife or the person accompanying the children (in the event of travel) to exit Sudan. Please keep in mind that the letter of objection must first be authenticated at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs in Khartoum before it can be presented to the immigration authorities upon exit from Sudan.
                                                                                                                      
Requirements:
· Filled out and signed the application form. Please make sure that the form is notarized by a notary public before submitting it to the embassy.
· A copy of a Sudanese Identification document (Passport, National Number document, standard ID).
· Copy from the processing fees equals to 605SEK 

POWER OF ATTORNEY – TAWKIL
A Power of attorney is a written authorization allowing an individual to act on another’s behalf or to represent them in private, business or legal matters.                                                                                                      Requirements:
· The applicant is required to appear in person and fill out and sign the application form. 
·  A copy of a valid Sudanese and or Swedish/Foreign passport and a copy of a Sudanese Identification document (Passport, National Number document, standard ID).
· A copy of a valid identification of the witnesses. 
· A copy of a valid identification of the entrusted. 
· An ownership proves in case of selling a property certificate of selling purpose from authorities should be presented. 
· Copy from the processing fees equals to 605 SEK 

EMERGENCY TRAVEL DOCUMENT
Emergency travel documents are issued for Sudanese nationals holding an expired passport or nationals that have lost their passport.                                                                                                           
Requirements:
· Filled out and signed application Forms.
· A letter of request addressed to the Consul written in Arabic.
· Two (2) passport sized photos attached with the application form.
· A copy of the Sudanese passport or identification number.
· A police report (if passport has been stolen).
· Proof of legal residence in Sweden.
· Flight ticket/reservation.
· Applicants below the age of 18 require a copy of the parents’ Sudanese passports or ID, a copy of their marriage/divorce certificate, and a letter of consent from the father and mother written in Arabic allowing the applicant to obtain an emergency travel document.
·  Applicants below the age of 18 travelling without their parents are required to submit a letter of no objection signed by the father and the mother, a copy of the identification documents of the father must also be submitted.
· Copy from the processing fees equals to 275 SEK 

DOCUMENT AUTHENTICATION
Standard and commercial documents may be authenticated at the embassy. Authenticated documents may be used in Sudan after they are certified by the competent authorities.
Requirements 
· Document issued by attorney must be notarized first by Notary public us then authenticated by the Ministry for Foreign Affairs of Sweden.
· Documents issued by Swedish competent authorities must be authenticated by the Ministry for Foreign Affairs of Sweden. 
· Documents issued by a Sudanese competent authority must first be authenticated by the Ministry for Foreign affairs of Sudan. 
· Documents issued by countries other than Sudan or Sweden must be authenticated by the Department of State.
· Commercial documents issued by Swedish competent authorities must first be authenticated by Ministry for Foreign Affairs of Sweden.
· Copy from the processing fees for standard document authentication equals to 605 SEK. 
· Copy from the processing fees for commercial document authentication equals to 2255 SEK. 

Important Information
· Application processing is 10 working days.
· Flight itineraries are not considered means to expedite processing. The embassy will not bear any responsibility for changes that may occur in the applicant’s flight arrangements due to delays in processing.
· The embassy will not accept sponsorship letters issued by uncertified companies.
